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COMMUNITY PUBLICITY SUGGESTIONS

Get Positive Publicity

From Susie Vanderlip’s Visit to Your School and Community!
1. Coordinate with Susie to arrange a local radio interview about her evening program and 
book for parents, 52 Ways to Protect Your Teen – Guiding Teens to Good Choices. 
Contact local radio stations to find out the 
name and phone number of the producer of local radio talk shows. Make contact on your own or provide info to Susie to contact them and arrange a radio interview to air the day of the community program.
2. Contact local TV talk show to arrange an interview with Susie.
3.   Contact newspaper – Get pre-show announcement and coverage of the event. 
Let them know that LEGACY OF HOPE is very visual and makes for great photos. Newspapers love the photo opportunity. Mention she is also the author of 

52 Ways to Protect Your Teen and that parents are urged to attend the evening program. Susie can also supply photos if they do not have photographer available. 
4.    Ask newspaper if they will run one of Susie’s articles from her weekly newspaper 

    column in the Wellington Daily News, Wellington, Kansas column is entitled “It Isn’t  
Easy Being a Teen”.  Call the office for one of 50 articles available by 
      permission only. Request page access URL to access.
5.   Use the community presentation as a springboard to start or build up your community anti-  
      drug coalition.  For more information on community coalitions, we suggest you contact  
CADCA - Community Anti-Drug Coalitions of America at www.CADCA.org. Excellent 
resource. Consider asking people to sign up to join your coalition at the evening program.
6.    Design your project around a potluck. Everyone brings part of the dinner. This is a    
 great strategy not only to help busy parents, but also serves as a catalyst to connect  
 families. Consider having students from the schools do something that evening prior 

 to Susie’s presentation (ie. Sing, cheer, dance, etc) to draw parents in. 
7. Arrange for a feature article to be written and published in the community newspaper talking about the success of a teenager and/or family after seeing LEGACY OF HOPE® 
8. Look for leverages: This can be as simple as offering door prizes to creating mandates (expulsion, school attendance, juvenile misdemeanor and felony courts, foster care, juvenile probation, shelters)
9. Ask middle schools and high schools to send flyers home to parents one to two weeks  before the evening program announcing that LEGACY OF HOPE® will be in town. Ask teachers to offer extra credit for teens that attend the evening program and write a report on family discussion afterwards, etc. 
10. Have it announced at churches the week before and in church bulletins.
11. Talk to local mental health facility and ask for them to promote to clients and doctors around town.
